The new community of Bradburn is a village in the truest sense of the word.  Meeting the 
definition given by traditional town planning literature, it is a single neighborhood standing in 
the landscape, with a size (125 acres) that allows for a five-minute walk from edge to center.  
It offers a diverse mix of uses and housing types, as well as a network of streets that is 
designed to serve both the pedestrian and the automobile.  

Located at the edge of the Big Dry Creek nature preserve, Bradburn provides its residents 
easy access to hundreds of miles of parks and trails.  At the other end of the rural-to-urban 
spectrum, the village includes a downtown district that features over 75,000 square feet of 
retail space and over 230,000 square feet of office space, a central plaza, and more than 
350 apartments.  This urban core occupies the northern third of the property, flanked on the 
north and south by two major roads, 120th Avenue and 118th Avenue.  The latter is lined with 
rowhouses, marking the transition between the downtown and the remaining two-thirds of 
the site.  This southern portion is divided into three distinct sections, each having a unique 
character that corresponds to its position along the rural-to-urban transect: to the west is the 
more urban Mayham district; to the east, the sub-urban Despain district; and to the south, the 
more rural Madison district.  Altogether, these districts can accommodate approximately 400 
single-family homes in a full range of sizes, from rowhouses to mansions.  

A variety of open spaces is provided, including a large square at the village’s geographic 
center and smaller squares within the three districts.  The  smaller squares provide a 
gathering place that clearly belongs to the district itself, in contrast to the central square that 
belongs to the neighborhood as a whole.  They are designed to match the character of the 
district, and each contains a children’s play area and a picnic shelter with an attached mail 
and information kiosk.
